I would like to appreciate the efforts of HelpAge 
International who are supporting the government 
in implementation of this act and raising aware-
ness on promotion of the rights of older people. 
Government of Khyber Pakhtunkhwa is commit-
ted for protection of older people rights and soon 
the Senior Citizens Act will be implemented in its 
true spirit.
